Hello! We are the Pelican Radio Collective. We are a team of students from
the Royal Central School of Speech and Drama that have been working
alongside road safety officers from Barnet Council to create a series of
educational games and audio dramas.

Your child/students will play through a series of four interactive games that
will simulate road safety decisions, designed to teach them practical road
safety information that they can take into the real world! Road safety skills
are vital for young people’s safety and confidence and we are excited to
present our series, that makes learning those skills engaging and fun.

Each game will start with a piece of audio drama to set the scene and finish
with an activity designed to encourage the child to relate the road safety
information gained to their own life. The activities only require pens and
paper. We recommend listening to the audio with headphones if possible,
and playing on a larger device such as a laptop or tablet, as opposed to a
mobile. We have also provided transcripts of the audio dramas for those that
would rather engage with text.
